On December 25, 1977 in the Great Svetitskhoveli Cathedral the Enthroning of His Holiness and
Beatitude the Catholicos-Patriarch of All Georgia llia Il took place. This event was perceived by
the Georgian nation as the beginning of a new spiritual life and restoration of the country's

independence.

35-years of patriarchal activity of His Holiness llia Il may be compared to one moving against a
powerful river carrying huge rocks and threatening with destruction. In this situation even
keeping one's ground is heroism. Immense love of God and neighbor enabled the Patriarch of
Georgia to bring the people that have come over the last centuries to the brink of spiritual
destruction back to God and set it on the road of spiritual rise. The spiritual revival of the nation
gave a strong impulse to the resurgence of the national movement in this country. In 1991, on
the 14" anniversary of the Patriarch's enthroning Georgia restored its national independence
and embarked onthe road of development and progress.
